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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 Abraham is one of the most important peo-

ple who ever lived, at least for those of us with 

faith in the Jewish-Christian tradition. Jews, 

Christians, and Muslims all believe that God 

called Abraham into relationship with him for 

the purpose of re-establishing a people whom 

God could call his own. 

 God made the promise to Abram 

(his name at the time), that he would 

have children like the sands of the sea-

shore, and a land that Abram would 

call his own. As Abram’s part of the 

covenant, he was to place his trust in God as he 

left his homeland and set out for that “promised 

land.” Abram had been childless and was an old 

man. 

 God fulfilled his promise and gave Abram 

and Sarah the gift of the child Isaac. And then, 

to test the faith and trust of Abram, God asks 

him to offer Isaac in a human sacrifice. In all 

simplicity, Abram, now called Abraham, ac-

ceded to God’s call, and, as we read in today’s 

first reading, prepares the sacrificial offering of 

his son. And, of course, God provides the ram 

for the sacrifice and tells Abraham there is no 

need for him to offer up his only son. 

 Abraham is all about faith in God. God has 

spoken, made a promise, and he will fulfill it. St. 

Paul says it well when speaking of Abraham, 

that he held God to the promise as a matter of 

justice. Abraham had expectations that God 

would fulfill his promises of children and a land, 

recognizing that God was fully trustworthy. 

 Abraham is our model when it comes to our 

faith. Again St. Paul says that we too can hold 

God to the promise of resurrection from the 

dead as a matter of justice. God is faithful. 

 I think of the present times that are threat-

ened by the economic slowdown and all of the 

fears associated with it. We who for so long now 

have been dependent on material goods, and 

found our security in our financial well being, 

wonder about the near future. There have to be 

some serious lessons for us. “Look at the flowers 

of the field…and God provides for them. How 

much more for you, o you of little faith.” 

 I remember after 9/11, the common expres-

sion was: “Things will never be the same again.” 

A smart friend of mine said: “I hope so.” We 

had much to learn as a nation and how we deal 

with others in the world. Today, we 

have much to learn about where our 

dependencies lie. Let us hope and pray 

that those with wisdom can lead us to 

healthy and balanced form of life. Let 

us hope that we can find our security in 

our relationships, both with God and our sig-

nificant others. 

 My point in this is that we need to draw 

upon our faith in these tough economic times. 

God is still with us and he is still faithful to his 

promise. Learning to put our trust in him every 

day, even about our finances, is part of our faith 

expectations. “Ask and you shall receive…” is 

very much a part of our process of spirituality. 

He promises the gift of the Spirit which can lead 

the way to Life. 

 He does not promise economic riches. 

Rather he promises the discovery of the king-

dom of God. That kingdom does not have dollar 

signs on it. In fact it might require poverty for 

those of us who love riches. “Blessed are 

they….” 

 As we continue in Lent, we are reminded of 

the invitation to prayer (to put us in contact 

with God), fasting (to lead us to more self disci-

pline), and almsgiving (to get us out of our-

selves). What holds the three together is faith 

and hope that God will bring us to new life at 

Easter.
