It is a very happy day for 46 of our parish
children who make their First Holy Communion
at either the 9:30 or 11:30 Masses. | offer my
own personal congratulations and that of the
parish to the kids and their families.

Most of us remember our day for various
reasons. Certainly remembering the first time
we receive Jesus is memorable. It seems there i
a first time of feeling part of the community
when we were not denied the host when mom
and dad received. The psychologists say that
this first public act, where a group larger than
family pays its respects and honors the child,
has lasting effects. The child feels the sense of
belonging. So it is a special day for all of us.

In the liturgy we continue our Easter cele-
bration. The first reading is from the Acts of the
Apostles and relates life in the early Commu-
nity. In the form of idealism, there was a form
of living where the folks held everything in com-
mon. On first read, it seems there is a form of
communism involved. It might be better to
think of it as religious life as we know it now. No
one owns anything and all the belongings are
shared because they love one another. It is
called living the life of poverty.

In addition, the early Church cared a great
deal about the needy, and their needs were met.
Today we still try to meet the needs of the poor
in the various forms we know: shelters, food
pantries, St. Vincent de Paul, etc. We do not do
it perfectly in our parish, but we work hard at
it. It is because our parishioners are generous to
our various requests that we can do what we do
to help people, especially now.

Our Gospel reading today refers to Easter
Sunday night and Jesus

Apostles. In this instance Jesus looks like him-
self, showing them his hands and his side. His

first words ar e: ifiPeac

clearly confused prior to his visit. They had

been told by the women that they had seen him
which, of course, would baffle anyone. How he
appears to them and

The first gift: the Holy Spirit and the power
to forgive sin. It makes sense to me that forgive-
ness of sin would be among the first effects of
the death and redurdectienrof JasnsdSinpasdy ¢
death are the two major effects of Original Sin.
The purpose of the Incarnation (God becoming
human) was to restore the relationship of God
and humans. Sin, which disrupts the relation-
ship between God and us, and us and one an-
other, needed to be destroyed; or, at least, its
effects needed to be destroyed.

Death is the worst of the dysfunctions
brought about by Original Sin-even the body
fails to work correctly within itself. Redemption
includes two aspects of that effect, namely, eter-
nal life and the raising of our bodies from the
grave. If you think about it, we really despise
the idea that we will die and that our bodies will
decay. We do not like the idea or the reality!

In the liturgy of Eastertime, we celebrate the
resurrection because it is the victory of Jesus,
and of us who share his humanity, over sin and
death. The liturgy is filled with hope since we
are still sinners and will eventually die. We need
forgiveness and we need eternal life and even a
body restored. That is why we have hope.

May God bless you and all those dear to you
with that hope.
