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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 Happy Feast of Pentecost. May the Spirit of 

God be with you and His Gifts be a part of your 

daily life! 

 This week we will be praying to the Holy 

Spirit for vocations to the Priesthood and Reli-

gious Life in a unique and special manner. We 

will begin a day of prayer at 6:00 p.m. on 

Wednesday and finish with Mass and a pot luck 

dinner on Thursday at 7. We will have Exposi-

tion of the Blessed Sacrament and op-

portunity for adoration beginning at 6 

on Wednesday. 

 As you probably know, we have no 

ordinations to the Priesthood for the 

Archdiocese this year. It is the first time 

in my lifetime that we have none. The ñPriest 

shortageò is beginning to hit home. We will be 

joining other parishes in the Archdiocese in this 

prayer before the Blessed Sacrament, asking 

God to bless us with vocations and to pray that 

young men will be open to the call. 

 To answer the call to priesthood today is a 

great act of ñcounter culture.ò Our world puts 

great value on riches, sexual pleasure, and hu-

man freedom. A vocation calls one to poverty, 

chastity and obedience, three seemingly impossi-

ble virtues. It takes a lot of courage along with 

faith to respond in our culture. Yet we are 

promised great things if we choose to follow the 

call. 

 I think that the most difficult of the three 

today is obedience. At my ordination, I was 

asked by the Archbishop: ñDo you promise obe-

dience to me and my successors?ò I responded: 

ñI do.ò I placed myself at the disposal of the 

Church, in the hands of the Archbishop. That 

has not proven to be a bad decision. The Church 

has placed me in positions that utilize my talent 

and in which I have been very happy. 

 To a young person today, the idea of giving 

over your will to a Superior sounds crazy. To 

have an authority outside oneself seems ridicu-

lous. The concept of authority, or someone else 

telling me what to do, is pretty foreign to our 

young people. And so, the vow or promise of 

obedience is counter culture. 

 The vow of chastity, or in my case, the prom-

ise of celibacy, has always been difficult and 

counter culture. Our lifetime has been filled 

with priests leaving the priesthood to get mar-

ried, or worse, being involved in scandalous be-

havior. It has not been the case for the vast ma-

jority of priests who have served us well. 

 The fact that celibacy means there 

will be no children or grandchildren 

leads some parents to discourage a son 

or daughter from choosing a vocation to 

priesthood or religious life. In the old 

days when folks had ten children, it was 

easy enough to ñlet one go.ò  It is not so easy 

these days. 

 The vow of poverty which Religious men and 

women take is meant to set them free from the 

cares of the world, yet provide sufficiently for 

their needs. Such a way of life is very counter 

culture today where personal riches are the 

ideal placed before us. Priests like me do not 

take the vow of poverty but are expected to live 

the spirit of poverty. That is not always an easy 

thing to do, by the way, and I am sure I fail to 

do so often. 

 It is very important that we pray for young 

people to be open to whatever vocation God 

calls them. The vast majority will be called to 

marriage, a sacred vocation that calls them to 

lead the little church called family. With the 

success rate of marriage so threatened today, 

those being married need our prayers more 

than ever. 

 So, as a parish, let us pray for all those 

among us who are listening to God and wanting 

to respond faithfully to his call, whatever that 

may be; and especially for those discerning a 

vocation to the Priesthood or Religious Life.
