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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 Today is the Feast of the Holy Trinity. 

Every Sunday is dedicated to God but this one 

focuses on the Trinitarian nature of the God 

that was revealed to us by Jesus. 

 The beauty of our belief in the Trinity 

rests in the three relationships we are given. 

The Father is seen as the Almighty, the Crea-

tor, Yahweh of the Old Testament, the one 

who appeared to Moses and gave him the 

Commandments, the one who sent Jesus, and 

the one who sent the Spirit along with Jesus. 

That relationship is the most basic to us be-

cause even the title ñFatherò connotes His 

providential care of us, uniquely. 

 It is usually the Father who is seen as the 

one who is the all powerful God who made all 

things, visible and invisible. Even in the Book 

of Revelation the Father is seen as ñthe An-

cient Oneò who is on the throne. Yet there is a 

side to our faith that sees that we are His chil-

dren and He cares for us individually. He is 

the ñAbbaò of St. Paul, the ñDaddyò who 

loves us in a familiar way. It is He who sent 

the Son. 

 God the Son is described by John as the 

ñWordò who became flesh and dwelt among 

us. The ñWordò is seen by theologians as the 

Knowledge of the Father which is so powerful 

that He is a Person in the Trinity. He is 

ñWisdom.ò He was sent by the Father to bring 

about redemption for all humankind. ñGod so 

loved the world that He sent His only begotten 

Son; and the Son so loved us that He gave 

Himself for our redemption.ò 

 God the Son became Jesus, in time, and 

Jesus says: ñI always do the Will of my Fa-

ther.ò Usually we think of the Son as 

ñRedeemer.ò But John tells us that ñall things 

were made by Him:ò so it appears that He 

was fully involved in the creation of the world 

too. ñThe Father and I are One.ò That indi-

cates equality in Divinity. ñThe Father is 

greater than Iò indicates that in His human 

nature, Jesus is less than the Father.  

 I like to think of Jesus as ñBrother.ò He 

chose to take on our nature and to be brother 

to us, even while he is divine. ñHe did not 

deem equality with God something to be 

grasped at; rather, He emptied Himself and 

took on the form of the slaveò is the way St. 

Paul puts it. Our description of God the Son 

always ends up as a description of Jesus be-

cause that is the form that we came to know. 

Prior to the Incarnation, from all eternity, He 

was Son. Only in becoming human did the 

Son take on the name Jesus. 

 The Spirit of God ñhovered over the 

abyssò in the creation story in Genesis, and 

throughout the Old Testament is seen as God, 

not as a distinct person in the Trinity. Jesus is 

the one who reveals the Spirit as a Person, an 

Advocate whom the Father and He would 

send to remind the Apostles of everything He 

had told them. 

The first Pentecost was the clear definition of 

the Spirit as the powerful Person in the Trin-

ity with the task of ñinspiritingò the new 

Church. Fire and wind indicate His role. 

 So the three relationships we are given: 

God the Father, our Abba who created the 

whole world and keeps it going. He called 

each of us by name even before we were cre-

ated. God the Son, Jesus, our Brother who 

loved us so much that he gave his life for us. 

He took upon himself the sins of us all. And 

the Holy Spirit who fills our hearts, enabling 

us to call out ñAbba,ò who brings us His gifts 

of wisdom, understanding, etc.  

 Thank God we have the faith that there 

are the Three. The relationships we have are 

the ticket into the Kingdom of God.
