It is
no small thing that God the Father gives us a
chance to imitate his Fatherhood in the human
fathers who imitate his love and providential care
for their kids. May God bless all you fathers
today and every day.

“Greater love than this no man has, that He
gives his life for his friends.” That is how St. John
speaks of Jesus to help us understand the quality
and quantity of the love of Christ for us, his
friends.

This Feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus is the
Church’s way of drawing our attention to that
love of Christ, found in his humanity and his
divinity, shining from the cross on which he died
for our salvation.

St. Paul says it well in our second reading
today: “The love of Christ impels us, once we
have come to the conviction that one died for all;
therefore all have died. He indeed died for all, so
that those who live might no longer live for
themselves but for him who for their sake died
and was raised.”

St. Margaret Mary had visions of Jesus, and
the devotion to Him as the Sacred Heart has been
common in Catholic practice for many years,
with the picture of Him enthroned in many
homes. His promise to her was that any home so
decorated would be blessed by His love.

John’s gospel has another important quote:
“God so loved the world that He sent His only
begotten Son...and the Son so loved us that He
died for our salvation.” We who have faith in
Jesus are especially blessed with those two
sentences. We have confidence that the love of
God for us, individually and collectively, is found
in the love of Christ, exhibited in the three years
of his public life, and especially on the cross.

To fully appreciate the love of God found in
Christ, I think we need to study the humanity of
Jesus. He is “God with a face.” We come to know
the qualities of God by studying his human side.
First he was born, Paul says, so he could “be like
us in all things except sin.” God wanted to
experience human life, to identify with all human
emotion, joys, sorrows, suffering and death.
Obviously God did not need to do that. Rather,
He did it this way for our sake.

God could have redeemed the world any way
he wanted. He chose to do it by becoming human,
sharing human life and all its parts. He did so in
order to take upon himself the sins of us all. The
author to the Hebrews says it well: “We have a
great high priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus, the Son of God...For we do not
have a high priest who is unable to sympathize
with our weakness, but one who was tempted in
every way that we are, yet never sinned. So let us
confidently approach the throne of grace to
receive mercy and favor and to find help in time
of need....

“In the days when he was in the flesh, he
offered prayers and supplications with loud cries
and tears to God, who was able to save him from
death, and he was heard because of his reverence.
Son though he was, he learned obedience from
what he suffered, and when perfected, he became
the source of eternal salvation for all who obey
him, designated by God as high priest according
to the order of Melchizedek”

All of which points to our devotion to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus, symbolizing the Love of
God found in Christ. Everything about Jesus
flows from his love of the Father and of those He
came to save. That love called him to the total gift
of himself on the Cross.

May the love of Christ fill you with gratitude
for what God has done for you.
