 This year we are celebrating our 35th anni-

versary as a parish and the 150th anniversary of 

the death of St. John Vianney, the Cure of Ars 

in France. The Holy Father has also dedicated 

this year to the Priesthood, and made John Vi-

anney the patron of all priests.  

 As a parish we will be honoring those early 

members of the parish, registered in 1974, who 

have served as the foundation for all of us who 

followed. We are planning a special meal for 

them on the eve of our Parish Festival. Hope-

fully we will carry the theme through the next 

day too. 

 I hear a lot of good stories from those who 

set up and took down chairs for Mass at St. San-

doz in those early days. There is always some-

thing exciting about starting a new parish and 

getting new life established. We have many pic-

tures that indicate the new parish indeed had 

life and fun getting SJV established as a viable 

parish in Millard.  

 Now in 2009, thirty five years later, we are 

alive and well, thanks to the early members and 

all those who have followed through the years. 

We now have about 1250 family units who iden-

tify with our parish, and we have a beautiful fa-

cility in which to worship, learn, and play. May 

we have many more decades of parish life for 

ourselves and our children and grandchildren. 

 In the 35 years we have had only two pas-

tors, Father Paul Schwab(25 years) and me(10 

years). We have had a lot of assistant pastors 

who served us through the years also. We hope 

that some of them will be able to join us on the 

anniversary weekend, if not for dinner, then for 

the Festival where old friends will be able to 

meet again. 

 The Cure of Ars has been the patron of par-

ish priests like me for many years. The Holy Fa-

ther has declared him to be patron of all , now 

including religious order priests. He was a sim-

ple parish priest in a small town parish in 

France. The times were similar to our own: 

many people not practicing their faith, and sin 

was rampant, (maybe like now?). He led a very 

austere life, spent most of his days hearing con-

fessions. His holiness was recognized by every-

one, and conversion of many people happened 

with the grace of God. 

 The Holy Father has asked the faithful to 

pray for holy priests in this year he has dedi-

cated to the priesthood, initiated on the anniver-

sary of his death. God knows we need priests for 

the good of our Church. We will greet our new 

Archbishop in a couple of weeks, and we will 

want to pray for him and his work in the Arch-

diocese. 

 I hope you will mark your calendar for the 

Festival on August 2. It is our hope that we will 

provide a time when you can get acquainted 

with new parishioners as well as renewing 

friendships in an atmosphere of fun for children 

and adults.
