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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 Next weekend we will commemorate our 

35 years as a parish with a special dinner for 

the original members, those registered in 

1974, and our annual festival. It promises to 

be a good time for all. 

 When Father Paul Schwaab was appointed 

as the founding pastor I was quite pleased. He 

had been the Associate Pastor of Holy Angels 

when I was in High School and I had come to 

appreciate him a great deal. I also had been at 

Winnebago when he was in Ponca, the par-

ishes being in the same Deanery. As a group 

we would meet monthly so I got to know him 

better in that setting. So when he was ap-

pointed I was happy for him and for the new 

parish. 

 As those who have been around for a 

while, SJV was a huge parish with a gigantic 

Religious Ed program. Dividing the parish to 

establish St. Wenceslaus, and then St. 

Stephen, cut our numbers considerably. So 

here we are, 35 years later, about 1400 fami-

lies, with a Religious Ed program of about 350 

students. We are blessed to have the number 

of families that make the numbers reasonable. 

 I have now been here as Pastor for ten 

years. They have gone very fast for me. I still 

think of myself as “the new guy.” I have en-

joyed my time here immensely and look for-

ward to a few more good years. I am 73 years 

young now but do not have any big plans for 

retirement. I think I’d have to retire to, not 

from, something. With the new Archbishop, 

we will see if he allows older priests to stay on 

as Pastors. 

 Up till now, the age of 70 is retirement for 

our priests. If one chooses to stay working, he 

does so with mutual understanding with the 

Archbishop that each agrees with the situa-

tion. It is a healthy arrangement since the 

priest may wish to stay on even if his health is 

failing; in which case the Archbishop has the 

right to terminate the arrangement. The ser-

vice of the parishioners is primary. 

 We will have a simple but elegant dinner 

for the 120 “old timers” on Saturday evening. 

We have put together a nice program with a 

tape of our history that will be shown at the 

festival on Sunday. I hope you can make it to 

the festival for many reasons, including the 

opportunity to view it. 

 I have always thought of parish festivals as 

community activities more than money mak-

ers.  People get a chance to work together, eat 

and drink, relax and have fun in the parish 

setting. Most of the attendees are parishioners 

and their extended families, and so it is a nice 

setting to celebrate the parish community. 

The raffle and games, rides and food, and 

even the work, all contribute to make it a fun 

day.  

 I have been informed that we have a 

“Funnel Cake” machine, though I know not 

what that is. We have brats (the sausage meat, 

not children) and hot dogs, with chips and pop 

for reasonable prices. And we have some nice 

blow up rides for the children. 

 The raffle prizes are pretty good this time! 

The Symphony season tickets are a great prize 

for anyone who likes the Holland Center and 

the Pops Concerts. Those of us who are carni-

vores appreciate the Meat package from pa-

rishioners BIG meats. And who could turn 

down the $200. And of course, Dinner with me 

is a special prize anytime! (I am still irritated 

that I am not on the big raffle ticket!) 

 We still have room for a few more workers 

at the Festival. If you have a free hour or two, 

please call Tim at the office and he will get 

you a job.
