FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,
The first element of the Mission of the
Church is the Proclamation of the Word. That
gets manifested in the practical order in the
teaching role of the Church. Thus we have
Catholic schools from Kindergarten through
post graduate studies, religious educa-

On the other hand, if they have
been coming for a long time, they may
be ready for reception into the Church
with fewer sessions. A meeting with me

I also want to encourage those who

for grades 1-9 begin this week in three

time periods. We have a large group of volun-
teer parents and others who will be sharing
their faith and knowledge with the 350 children,
some of whom will be preparing for Commun-
ion and Confirmation. If you would like to join
this group of teachers we would be happy to
provide a place for you to do so.

It will be good to see the children again on a
regular basis. I often think about how important
faith and practice were to me as a child. I real-
ize that Catholicism is really an adult religion,
but what we learn as children develops as we
gain adulthood. I don’t know if it is security or
what, but the child relationship with God is very
significant, and it needs to be nurtured by par-
ents especially, but also by the Church commu-
nity, such as they experience in class with teach-
ers and other Kkids.

And we will be beginning a class on Septem-
ber 15 on the New Catholic Catechism for
adults on Tuesday mornings for five weeks after
the 9:00 a.m. Mass. There will not be a scripture
discussion group this fall on Wednesdays. The
new Catechism for adults is a good explanation
of our faith in today’s language.

RCIA classes will begin on Thursday, Sept.
10, and will meet weekly until Easter. It is de-
signed for people who want to inquire about the

are entering marriage in the near fu-
ture with someone who is not a Catholic to in-
vite their friend to join the RCIA class, to learn
about the Church and to deepen the couple
spirituality as they consider marriage. Mar-
riages where the two attend church together
weekly have a divorce rate of 1 out of 39. That is
considerably better than the going rate of 1 out
of two and a half in this country.

If you have a friend who has mentioned a
desire about the Church, feel free to invite them
to consider RCIA and be their sponsor. Spon-
sors attend all sessions and give personal sup-
port to candidates. Most Catholics who attend
RCIA say that every adult Catholic ought to go
through RCIA. It is life changing. It is especially
true of those who have grade school knowledge
of Catholicism. There is a wealth of information
about God, Jesus, and Church to be learned,
and community to be experienced.

So all of us are encouraged to pray for the
parish’s commitment to continue the mission of
proclaiming the Gospel. Please do.
