 Tomorrow we celebrate Labor Day, a  

salute to the laboring men and women of our 

country. It is a good time to appreciate the 

unique gifts God has given to share in His 

creative nature. I hope the day provides an 

opportunity for family and friends to get  

together and have a good time. 

 There were two great encyclicals written 

by two popes addressing the rights of the 

working man/woman. The first: Rerum  

novarum, (Leo XIII, 1891) and the second: 

Quadragesimo Anno, (Pius XI, 1931) were 

written at a time when the labor force was 

very much controlled by the powerful busi-

ness leaders. Both stated that the laborer had 

rights, especially to organize to provide for 

themselves a just wage and benefits. In  

addition, the second dealt with communism 

and the right to private property, once again 

affirming the dignity of the worker.  

 Business has never liked organized labor 

because the latter had the power to negotiate 

for better conditions. Labor Unions have had 

a great history in helping the working person, 

even if at times they disturbed the status quo. 

And of course, there were some crooks  

involved at times, giving Unions a bad name. 

Leaders of business could number crooks 

among their own too!

 This year is to be a time for prayer for 

families, especially for parents, to encourage 

their boys to consider a vocation to priest-

hood. We also want to pray for the seminari-

ans who are presently studying. All I can say 

is that the priesthood is a great way of life and 

is filled with all the joys one could want. 

 Come join us sometime this Sunday  

afternoon to spend some time praying for  

vocations, from 12:30 till 5:30.
