FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

“Let the clouds rain down the Just One, and
the earth bring forth a Savior.” That is the en-
trance antiphon for today’s liturgy. It is the
prayer of Isaiah as he longs for the fulfillment of
the promise God had made to Israel. It was a
plea to God to bring His people back home to
Jerusalem and the Holy Mountain from Baby-
lon. It remains the prayer of all those who live
in darkness and long for the light.

Our final days of preparation are upon us.
“Are you ready for Christmas?” is a common
saying these days. The questioner probably
wonders if your shopping is finished, the food
ready, the decorations in order, and cards sent.
We can ask the question in Church and it calls
for a different answer.

John the Baptist would ask if all the valleys
have been filled in and the mountains leveled?
Have you prepared for His coming by asking
forgiveness for sin, and forgiving those who
have injured you lately? Have you “made
straight His path.” Do you have a reconciled
heart?

At Church, we prepare in a little different
manner. We line up Confessors for our two Rec-
onciliation Services, at 1:30 and 7:00 on Mon-
day. We recognize the value of the Sacrament to
bring forgiveness and peace to the spirit of the
sinner. We see the value of the community of
faith gathering together to celebrate what we
believe about ourselves, God and Jesus, namely
that the purpose of His coming was to achieve
that forgiveness for us.

Then we prepare the altar and the crib with
trees and things to bring awe to the faces of our
parishioners who come to celebrate Christmas
Mass. It is a joyful atmosphere where happy
people gather to thank God for Jesus, for life,
and for family. We have that in mind while we
prepare the setting for you.

Our Masses will provide a variety of possible
for you. We will have the evening Masses at 5:00
in the Church with the children’s choir, and at

5:10 in the Social Hall. We hope by starting that
Mass a few minutes later to afford everyone the
opportunity to be present to hear the Readings
and also to have a seat with the big crowds at
that hour.

Our Midnight Mass is my favorite! It is nor-
mally comfortably full, with everyone getting a
seat. The adult choir sings for us for a half hour
before, and Mass begins at 12:00. I have been
privileged to celebrate the Midnight Mass on
Christmas every year since being ordained. I
feel very fortunate to preside at all the Masses,
but Midnight is special.

The Masses during the day follow the regu-
lar Sunday schedule at 7:30, 9:30, and 11:30. I
am pleased to have Fr. Jack and Fr. Dennis to
share the Masses with me on Christmas. I pre-
side at 5:00, Midnight, and 9:30; Fr. Jack has
the 5:10pm and 7:30 am; and Fr. Dennis has the
11:30 am.

I pray that the Blessed Virgin Mary will in-
spire you to catch her spirit of longing for the
Birth of Jesus these final days. Her cousin Eliza-
beth, pregnant with the child who would be
John the Baptist, filled with the Holy Spirit,
cries out with a loud voice, “Blessed are you
among women, and blessed is the fruit of your
womb.”

We too are blessed because of our faith that
leads us to appreciate His coming.

May He bless you abundantly these holy
days.

31, 2009. This IRA contribution rollover provi-
sion allows people age 70" or older to exclude
up to $100,000 from their gross income for a tax-
able year for direct gifts to St. John Vianney par-
ish from a traditional IRA. If you would like to
donate from a Roth IRA, please check with your
tax consultant as special limitations apply.

Parishioners must deliver checks by December 31st
in order to claim as a charitable contribution deduc-
tion for 2009. Checks that are placed in the church
offering on the first Sunday of 2010 will not qualify
for a charitable contribution deduction for 2009
even if the check is predated to 2009 or was actually
written in 2009. However, checks that are written,
mailed and postmarked in 2009 will be deductible in
2009 though they are not received by us until 2010.
