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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 “The shepherds hastened to Bethlehem, 

where they found Mary and Joseph, and the 

baby lying in a manger.” That is the Entrance 

antiphon for the Liturgy of the Feast of the Holy 

Family. Today we celebrate and praise God who 

chose to enter into this world as all humans do, 

into the family, and thereby blessed all the fami-

lies of history. 

 We have just finished celebrating 

Christmas, hopefully bringing the family 

together to appreciate one another and 

the life we share. As Pastor I feel really 

blessed to have brought the family that 

is our parish together to celebrate as we 

did on Christmas Day. The music was 

great and the gathering of the commu-

nity warmed the cockles of my heart. 

Thank you all for contributing to the celebra-

tion. 

 I thought I would share a few thoughts 

about New Year’s Day resolutions. I hope that 

the celebration of liturgies around Advent and 

Lent have renewed our faith and hope as well as 

our love of one another. I pray especially for 

those who are not with us regularly at Sunday 

Mass because I wish to share with all of our par-

ish family the Scriptures and the Bread of Life 

that is here for us, by the grace of God. 

 When people ask me if it is a “mortal” sin to 

miss Mass on Sunday, I think it is the wrong 

question. I think it is serious for us to spend an 

hour with the community of the faithful in litur-

gical prayer, not because God needs it, but be-

cause we, all of us, need it. It is important that 

the whole family be present for everyone’s sake, 

not just the missing person, to celebrate the day 

Christ was raised from the dead, and to “keep 

the memory of Jesus alive.” 

 On the other hand, there are the “Precepts 

of the Church,” the laws governing minimum 

membership in the Church. They are: 1) “You 

shall attend Mass on Sundays and the holy days 

of obligation.” 

2) “You shall confess your sins at least once a 

year.” 

3) “You shall humbly receive Holy Communion 

at least once during the Easter season.” 

4) “You shall observe the prescribed days of fast-

ing and abstinence. 

5) “You shall provide for the material needs of 

the Church, each according to his/her abilities.” 

 In the Catholic Catechism, the Pre-

cepts are described as “set in the context 

of a moral life bound to and nourished 

by the liturgical life. The obligatory 

character of these positive laws decreed 

by the pastoral authorities is meant to 

guarantee to the faithful the indispensa-

ble minimum in the spirit of prayer and 

moral effort, in the growth in love of 

God and neighbor.” 

 In the practical order, the precepts set forth 

some minimum rules for calling oneself a Catho-

lic, sort of the rules of membership in the family. 

On this Feast of the Holy Family it is good to re-

commit to the family that is the Church. 

 It is my prayer that the New Year will bring 

great blessings to you and those dear to you. Let 

us pray for one another.

Important Tax Information: There is a special 

rule for individual retirement contributions that 

must be completed on or before December 

31, 2009.  This IRA contribution rollover provi-

sion allows people age 70½ or older to exclude 

up to $100,000 from their gross income for a tax-

able year for direct gifts to St. John Vianney par-

ish from a traditional IRA. If you would like to 

donate from a Roth IRA, please check with your 

tax consultant as special limitations apply.  

Parishioners must deliver checks by THIS THURS-

DAY, December 31st in order to claim as a charita-

ble contribution deduction for 2009. Checks that are 

placed in the church offering on the first Sunday of 

2010 will not qualify for a charitable contribution 

deduction for 2009 even if the check is predated to 

2009 or was actually written in 2009. However, 

checks that are written, mailed and postmarked in 

2009 will be deductible in 2009 though they are not 

received by us until 2010.
