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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 My main purpose in going with a group to the 

Holy Land was to refresh my memory and imagina-

tion for my personal reading of the scriptures and for 

preaching. I feel the trip was a major success for my 

memory and imagination, and I hope my preaching 

will be all the better. 

 Todayôs gospel finds Jesus at the beginning of his 

ministry in his home town of Nazareth. He had spent 

most of his thirty years here, ñthe son of Joseph and 

Mary,ò known to all the neighbors. When he an-

nounces that he is the fulfillment of the prophecy of 

Isaiah, that ñThe Spirit of the Lord is upon me,ò they 

found it more than they could accept. They heard him 

as being blasphemous and ultimately took him up to 

a high place to throw him off and then stone him. 

 The story certainly leads us to recognize that the 

humanity of Jesus had been clearly seen by the 

neighbors. He will say that a prophet is not recog-

nized in his own house because the locals are blinded 

by the prejudices they had formed. He was a carpen-

ter, not even trained in rabbi school. He had not im-

pressed the local community with wisdom or actions. 

Yet here he is proclaiming his role as filled with the 

Spirit of God. No wonder they wanted to get rid of 

him. 

 Shortly before this event, Jesus was baptized by 

John the Baptist with the ñbaptism of repentanceò at 

the Jordan River. The voice from the cloud (a symbol 

of Godôs presence) proclaims that ñThis is my be-

loved Son, listen to him.ò The Spirit descends like a 

dove upon Jesus. The day of the Messiah is here. Je-

sus takes his role seriously and proclaims it to his 

home town folks in Nazareth. They do not respond 

with faith. However, that does not deter Jesus from 

carrying out his mission. 

 Two thousand years later we gather as disciples 

of this same Jesus to ñlisten to him.ò We are people 

of faith who have listened for many years to his mes-

sage and watched his miracles. We follow him be-

cause we believe that He has the words of eternal life 

and that he offers that life to us here and hereafter. 

We have expectations of Him and of the Father that 

He has revealed to us.  

 We have the same problem the people of Naz-

areth had, namely that we experience his humanity 

and then we must look through that to find that He is 

the Son of God. We even have to live our daily life in 

the midst of humanity and find God present in it. We 

bring our prejudices to the humanity we experience 

too. We have low expectations of the humanity we 

experience too, even of our own. And we have our 

troubles believing. 

 Each Sunday we come to Church to experience 

Jesus. In our attempt to do so, we call on our faith to 

enable us to see much more than meets the eye. We 

see our neighbors and other parishioners and make 

the leap of faith that this community is Jesus, His 

Body, and that we are all one in Him. ñNow we are 

the Body of Christ, member for member; He is the 

head, we are the members.ò As the Jews had seen 

themselves as one person, Jacob, or Israel, so we see 

ourselves as the one Son, Jesus. 

 We gather to listen to the Word proclaimed in the 

scripture readings and in the homily. And the ñWord 

became flesh and dwelt among usò is the way John 

puts it in his gospel. So as the Word is proclaimed He 

becomes flesh in our hearing, personally entering into 

our hearts as the God/Man, bringing the Good News 

to us today. Another experience of Jesus for us. 

 The Priest-Presider at our Mass shares in the 

priesthood of Jesus, offering the sacrifice of Jesus in 

sacramental form, and renewing the covenant be-

tween Christ and the Church. In the priest we experi-

ence Jesus, the Priest, who consecrates the bread and 

wine into the Body and Blood of Jesus on the altar in 

the Eucharistic Prayer. 

 And finally, we experience that Jesus in Holy 

Communion after the bread and wine are transformed 

into the Body and Blood of Jesus. He becomes the 

Bread of Life and the Cup of our Salvation. And we 

leave the church building with the mission to love 

and serve the Lord and the needs of our world. 

 As the people of Nazareth, so we the people of 

Omaha, experience Jesus. Faith allows us to pene-

trate the humanity to see the presence of God in Him 

in all the forms we experience him. 

 May Jesus bless you and all those dear to you 

again this week.
