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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 A trip to Jerusalem normally involves a walk on 

the Via Dolorosa to make the stations of the cross, 

walking the path of Jesus from Pilateôs house to Cal-

vary. The walkway is very ancient and is probably 

the same as at the time of Jesus, banked by the mar-

ket on both sides of a narrow path. It is a very busy 

place.  

 We were afforded the opportunity to carry a 

wooden cross along the way. Three or four of us 

would carry it through the crowd. It is a humbling 

experience to carry the cross with the crowd paying 

no attention to what we were doing. It may have been 

like that for Jesus too! Stations were marked for us 

and we stopped at each to recite the prayers con-

nected to that station. 

 As a child I always imagined the journey of Jesus 

to be outdoors and on a footpath, never like it was for 

us. I reflected later that even Jesus would have had a 

hard time having a pious thought going through that 

crowd. We were about run over by a speeding tractor 

and by children on bikes. It reminded me once again 

that Jesus came into a messy world of dysfunctional 

people, especially on the way to Calvary. 

 We made it to the Church of the Holy Sepulcher, 

an ancient Church from the 4th century. The large 

Church contains both the hill of Calvary and the 

tomb of Jesus. Five Christian Churches ñownò the 

Church: Catholic, and four Orthodox Churches. We 

were privileged to have Mass in the Catholic Chapel 

inside the Church. There is a door that provided pri-

vacy for our group so we could sing and pray to-

gether. It is overwhelming to think that we had Mass 

together in such a holy spot. 

 Custom has it that this is the place of Calvary, 

and probably so. We were able to kneel and place our 

hand in the hole in the rock where the cross had been 

placed. And from there we proceeded to the tomb 

that is thought to be the place of burial. It is a place 

of great solemnity, obviously, and creates a very sa-

cred memory. When we left the Church that day, it 

seemed like nothing could be any better than that. 

 We visited the ñUpper Room,ò the place of the 

Last Supper and also the room where the Apostles 

were gathered on Pentecost when the Holy Spirit 

came upon them. It is a simple, ancient room with 

such a significant history that it stops one in oneôs 

tracks. We were able to sing a song there in celebra-

tion of our visitation to such a holy place.  

 We then proceeded to the Wailing Wall, the only 

remaining support wall for the ancient temple 

grounds. People in great numbers go there to pray. 

For the Jewish people, the Wall symbolizes many 

things, especially the plight of the loss of the temple 

in 70 A.D. The Romans destroyed every part of the 

temple grounds: ñNot a stone will remain upon a 

stoneé.ò They have no Temple ever since.  

 Our visit to Jerusalem was filled with such graces 

every day. The holiness of that place, filled with Old 

and New Testament history, is truly awesome.
