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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 Lent begins on Ash Wednesday this week. We 

will have four Masses that day, the usual 7 & 9 

a.m., and at 5:30 and 7:00 p.m. Ashes are distrib-

uted as part of the Liturgy. It is also a day of fast 

and abstinence. Fasting is for all those 21-59 years 

old and means that there is no eating between 

meals, one main meal and two lesser meals, no 

meat. Abstinence is for all those who are 14 and 

older and means no meat any time of day. 

  It is fitting for all, adults and children, to begin 

the holy season by participating in Mass that day, 

and taking on some form of penance for the sea-

son: “Unless you do penance, you will all likewise 

perish.” Lent is designed to lead us to a better un-

derstanding of our sinfulness and God’s great 

mercy, celebrated in Holy Week and Easter.

 Last week I wrote about my pilgrim group’s 

walk on the way of the cross in Jerusalem, finish-

ing with Mass in the Church of the Holy Sepulcher 

and a visit to the place of Calvary and the Tomb of 

Jesus.  We had completed our stay in the holy city.

 We journeyed into the Judean Desert and to-

ward the Dead Sea. It is far below sea level and is 

the final basin for the waters that flow in the Jordan 

River, through the Sea of Galilee, ultimately emp-

tying into the Dead Sea. There are many interesting 

sites along the way, especially Masada and Qum-

ran.            

 Masada was the Northern Palace of Herod, 

built on a lofty plateau overlooking the desert. Its 

fame comes from 70 A.D. when the Romans de-

cided to decimate the Jews and their institutions, 

including the temple in Jerusalem. Those who lived 

around Masada, probably including the Essene 

monks of Qumran, chose to flee to the mountaintop 

of Masada to escape the Romans.     

 We know that they remained fortified for three 

years on the mountaintop, surrounded by Roman 

encampments. At the end, the Jews killed their 

women and children rather than have them ravaged 

by the Roman soldiers, and the last of them com-

mitted suicide on Masada. It is a very sad story.

 Qumran was the place of the Essene Monks 

monastery. The monks were men who removed 

themselves from ordinary society and lived a very 

austere life according to the Law of Moses. It is 

thought that John the Baptist was probably one of 

them. When the word came of the Roman persecu-

tion, the monks placed their copies of the Old Tes-

tament and other writings in clay pots and hid them 

in the caves that overlook the monastery in 70 A.D. 

They were discovered by accident in 1948, and are 

known as the Dead Sea Scrolls.    

 We were told that the location is close to where 

Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist. It hap-

pened that it was Sunday and we were not going to 

have a place for Mass, meaning we would have to 

find a place on our own. I brought the necessities 

for Mass with me knowing we would find a fitting 

place. We found it in the ruins of the monastery at 

Qumran. It also happened to be the Feast of the 

Baptism of Jesus! And we were there. It was one 

among many special God experiences for us.  

 We then proceeded to go north to Galilee, 

about an hour from Jerusalem. We settled in a Jew-

ish Kibbutz hotel on the Lake at Genesaret, a place 

mentioned in the Gospels. We remained there three 

nights, visiting the important places familiar to us 

as towns of the Gospel.        

 As we begin Lent, I am moved by my experi-

ences to a deeper relationship with the Jesus in 

whose steps I had the privilege to walk. It is not so 

much about a place as it is about the Person, just as 

our faith is not so much about ideas, but a relation-

ship with the Person Jesus. I pray that your Lent 

will lead you to love Him more.
