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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 The readings chosen for todayôs liturgy are 

filled with hope as we approach Holy Week. Typi-

cally, Isaiah: ñSee, I am doing something new! 

Now it springs forth, do you not perceive it? In the 

desert I make a way, in the wastelands, rivers.ò 

And St. Paul in writing to the Philippians longs for 

the goal of eternal life: ñI continue my pursuit to-

ward the goal, the prize of Godôs upward calling, 

in Christ Jesus.ò 

 We are one week from Palm Sunday, 

and the intensity of our Lenten practices 

leads us to get serious about our Easter 

goal, renewal of baptism in Christ. St. 

Paul is our model today: ñI consider eve-

rything as a loss because of the supreme 

good of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his 

sake I have accepted the loss of all things and I 

consider them so much rubbish, that I may gain 

Christ and be found in himédepending on faith to 

know him and the power of his resurrection and the 

sharing of his sufferings by being conformed to his 

death, if somehow I may attain the resurrection 

from the dead.ò 

 In that paragraph, Paul, writing from prison, is 

intensely aware of the sufferings of Christ as he 

shares in them. Yet he can look upon the past as 

unimportant: ñForgetting what lies behind but 

straining forward to what lies ahead, I continue my 

pursuit toward the goalé.ò He is a great example 

for us to follow. He has his priorities straight, 

knowing that he has been possessed by Christ Je-

sus, and longing for the reward of heaven. 

 We are also invited to see the developing plot 

to kill Jesus in the gospel. Our reading begins: ñHe 

went to the Mount of Olives.ò We will find him 

there again on Holy Thursday, praying as he proba-

bly did in this scene. The Scribes and Pharisees 

bring the woman caught in adultery to test him, 

whether he would agree with the law that allows 

them to stone her to death, or to go contrary to the 

law and be compassionate to the woman. 

 The wisdom of Jesus and the power of his per-

sonality are both evident in the story. In his wis-

dom, he is not caught by them, rather doodles on 

the ground, suggesting that those without sin get 

the first throw at her. Then he doodles again, this 

time probably listing the principal sins of the ac-

cusers, until they all leave in embarrassment. Then 

his compassion takes over.  

 Isaiahôs prophecy that God is creating some-

thing new is lived out in the gospel today as we 

witness the attitude of Jesus (God) toward the sin-

ner, and toward hypocrites too for that matter. We 

probably would do well to cease cultivat-

ing our rock (stone) gardens since we 

wonôt be needing them in the future if we 

can catch the spirit of Jesus. 

 As we look ahead to Holy Week, I 

would like to suggest some serious work 

on our spiritual lives. We will be celebrating the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation on that Monday in the 

early afternoon and again in the evening. Sacra-

ments are intended to provide a very tangible way 

to celebrate what we believe about God (Jesus). In 

this case, we believe that the forgiveness of sin is 

central (the gospel today). We make that reconcil-

ing love of God and Jesus tangible and experiential 

in the Sacrament. If you have not celebrated it in 

some time, I suggest that you try it again in our 

Communal celebration and with Isaiah: ñSee, I am 

doing something new!ò 

 With St. Paul, ñcome to know Christ and the 

power of his resurrection.ò That could be the goal 

of every Christian, and could likewise bring even 

greater meaning to Easter and the renewal of our 

baptism. 

 May God bless you and all those dear to you in 

every way these final days of Lent.
