FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 My trip to the Holy Land makes the coming 

Holy Week very special this year. I have great 

memories of the locations of all the gospel events. 

The first day of the pilgrimage took us down the 

path that Jesus took when he came triumphantly 

into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday.  

 We began that day with Mass in a church over-

looking the old city of Jerusalem. Jesus 

had that vision, recognizing the City of 

God, the Temple, and the people God had 

chosen as his own. He then began the 

journey, riding down the hill on a donkey, 

and people greeted him with shouts of 

Hosanna to the Son of David, the Mes-

siah, laying palm branches on the path. He passed 

by the Garden of Gethsemane on the way to the 

city, a garden he would return to on Thursday 

night. 

 We visited the Upper Room where Jesus had 

gathered his disciples to celebrate the Passover, 

and after which he took bread and wine and 

changed them into His Body and Blood. We also 

visited the place of the multiplication of the loaves 

and fishes when he explained the meaning of the 

Last Supper (in Johnôs Gospel). ñUnless you eat 

the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink His Blood, 

you shall not have life in you.ò It is an awesome 

feeling to be in that Room where Jesus celebrated 

with the disciples, and where, on Pentecost, the 

Spirit came upon them. 

 And after the Supper, Jesus retired to the Gar-

den of Gethsemane with some of the apostles and 

prayed that the cup of suffering might be taken 

from him, ñbut not my will, but yours be done.ò 

The garden is still a quiet and peaceful place, dot-

ted with ancient olive trees, made sacred on the 

night Jesus was betrayed and arrested. My group 

was able to sit in the sanctuary of that place and 

pray and sing: ñThis is holy ground; weôre stand-

ing on holy ground. For the Lord is present, and 

where God is, is holy.ò 

 He was placed in the dungeon overnight await-

ing trial. We visited that site and could witness the 

meaning of ñdungeon.ò It still took on the sense of 

the sacred because Jesus had been there. We were 

then led to the place of judgment at the palace of 

Pontius Pilate. The gospel story becomes real in 

that place, recalling Pilate washing his hands and 

handing Jesus over. And thus began the way of the 

cross. 

 We were privileged to carry a wooden cross 

through the marketplace on the way to 

Calvary. As I mentioned before, that was 

probably what Jesus also did. It was not a 

sacred place, but busy, loud, and bustling. 

Even that experience becomes sacred in 

my memory now, upon reflection. Like 

Simon of Cyrene, we could share the 

weight of the cross on the way to Calvary. 

 The ancient Church of the Holy Sepulcher con-

tains the sites of both Calvary and the tomb of Je-

sus. We were able to place our hand into the place 

of the cross in the stone.  After we had done so, we 

were able to celebrate Mass in the Catholic Chapel. 

That was a very unique experience, making real for 

ourselves the Paschal Mystery of the Passion, 

Death, and Resurrection of Jesus, right in the place 

where it all happened. A truly unique experience.  

 Finally, we entered the tomb of Jesus, both to 

recall the burial after being taken down from the 

cross, and to celebrate his victory over death by 

rising from the dead.  

 So this Holy Week is truly special for me. You 

too are invited to catch the spirit of these holy days 

by joining in the liturgies designed to enable us to 

relive the mysteries of Christ crucified and risen.  

 May God bless you and those dear to you in 

very special ways this week.
