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FROM THE PASTORõS DESK 

Dear Parishioners, 

 ñWho do people say that I am?ò That is the 

question Jesus presents to the Apostles at 

Caesarea Philippi. Peter responds: ñYou are the 

Christ!ò It had become obvious enough to them 

that Jesus was the one promised in the Jewish 

scriptures, though they had little idea of the role 

of the Messiah. 

 He clarifies that his role will be to suffer and 

be killed, and on the third day rise again. Peter 

did not like his definition. It was not what he or 

any of the people of that age expected. They 

would have liked the Messiah to run the  

Romans out of their country and restore Israel 

to its greatness. 

 The Messianic role would have to do with 

the Kingdom of God and not an earthly reign. 

He was here to proclaim Godôs kingdom and 

invite mankind to enter it, both in this world 

and in heaven. And his invitation was demand-

ing: ñIf you will be my disciple, you pick up 

your cross and follow me.ò  

 The question is an interesting one for the 

present day. ñWho do people say that I am?ò 

The answers vary from person to person and 

even from Church to Church. We Catholics 

maintain our faith that Jesus is indeed the 

Christ, the Son of God, God from God, etc., as 

we state it in the Nicene Creed every Sunday. 

 On a personal level, my answer to the  

question:  

 1) Jesus is Lord. He is the second person in the   

 Trinity who became human by way of the 

 Holy Spirit and Mary, His Mother;  

2) Jesus is Brother to me and you. He took on 

our human nature so that he could identify 

with the human condition we experience 

every day: tired, hurt, rejected, wept, slept 

from exhaustion, suffered and died; 

3) Jesus is Redeemer. His role on earth was to 

bridge the gap between humanity and God, 

initiated by the sin of Adam/Eve in the Gar-

den of Eden. He would achieve this through 

his sacrificial death on the cross and his  

 resurrection from the dead; 

4) Jesus is King. The title indicates that having 

 completed the role given by the Father,  

 Jesus was crowned king of the universe to 

 whom all creation sings praise and thanks

 giving; 

5) Jesus is the Teacher of the Good News. This 

 was a major role: to call us to repentance 

 and openness to the Kingdom of God. He 

 also is the revelation of the Father, God with 

 a face. ñHe who sees me, Philip, sees the  

 Father.ò 

6) Jesus is the Bread of Life. He Himself is the 

 nourishment of our spiritual lives, the Food 

 for our journey through the desert of life; 

7) Jesus is the Way, the Truth and the Life. We 

 get to the Father through Him. 

8) Jesus stands at the right hand of the Father 

 making intercession for us. He pleads our 

 cause from his position of strength in 

 heaven; 

9) Jesus is alive, working now in the Church, 

present in the Sacraments and in the Body 

that is the Church; 

10) Jesus is our Hope. Because of him, we rest 

assured of forgiveness of our sins, and that 

death is not the end, but is the passageway to 

eternal life. 

And we could all go on and on about whom Je-

sus is for us personally. I know that gratitude is 

the reaction of the faithful who hold their rela-

tionship with Him in the highest possible re-

gard. And may we continue to do so.
