FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

I have often thought that if a person does not
recognize sin in oneself there is no need for re-
demption, God, or Jesus. When we lose the sense
of sin then there is no guilt which is the reminder
that we sinned. When John the Baptist preceded
Jesus he preached: *“Re
iI's near.” Repentance d
and disorder.

We Catholics have a
guilt.” Occasionally
the teaching arm of the Church there is a recog-
nition of disorder in relationships with self, oth-
ers and God. We are called to acknowledge that
di sorder, ask God’'s fo
wards a correction of the disorder in the future.
As children, when we were taught how to go to
confession, we were to be conscious of the nature
of the sin, how many times, special circum-
stances, telling our sins to the priest, an act of
contrition, and a willingness to do some penance.

That kept us conscious of sin, maybe too
much. The opposite can
recognize the sin at all, and therefore need not
repent nor do any of the other steps. Carl Men-
ninger of the Menninger Mental Health Clinic
wrote the book; “ Whate
a psychiatrist, he was witnessing mental illness
due to a lack of recognition of sin on the one
hand, and suffering the effects on the other. A
touch of guilt might keep a person from repeating
the action, or at least, lead the person to try to
change the behavior.

It seems that the effects of original sin are
alive and well (sic). Although we have no strict
definition of original sin, the Book of Genesis tells
the story of Adam and Eve in the Garden in the
cool of the day, speaking with God, totally at
peace with Him and each other. The temptation:
